Prerequisite: None
Description:

This introductory German course immerses students in the culture of the German-speaking countries of Germany, Austria, Liechtenstein, and Switzerland and develops basic listening, reading, writing, and speaking skills by incorporating a variety of learning opportunities. In this course, students will develop and expand their communication skills through individual and group activities, authentic immersion videos, projects, and vocabulary building exercises. A variety of strategies will be implemented to meet the needs of varying learning styles and abilities. Daily homework and class participation are essential for success in the course. Students are expected to update and maintain a German specific binder which will be kept during their study. German 100 students are encouraged to plan on a four year commitment. Between courses, refresher assignments will be offered for improved retention.
Note: Freshmen who have had German in grade school or middle school are encouraged to seek a higher placement through teacher recommendation. Two years of foreign language are required regardless of entry level. 
Course Objectives:

Students will be able to:

· Respond appropriately to simple questions and commands in German. 

· Follow instructions in German as given in multistep segments for assignments and activities in and out of the classroom.

· Recognize the written form of familiar spoken language and predict meaning of key words in a simple story, poem or song.
· Apply varying grammar structure in listening, reading, writing, and speaking exercises. 

· Demonstrate German expressions appropriate for entry-level work and social situations

·  Read, discuss and write about themes and settings of selected materials in the German with assistance of glossaries, guided questions or outlines.
Content:

Personal pronouns, verbs heissen and sein, nouns: genders and plurals, classifying nouns, present tense, in the school vocabulary, greetings/farewells,  classroom objects, future tense, negation, future tense, identifying subjects,  direct objects, indirect objects, nominative and accusative case, expressing where you live, expressing “like”, negation, using the indefinite pronoun “man”, W-questions, Yes/No questions, holidays and celebrations, attributive adjectives, personal pronouns, modal verbs, accusative and dative prepositions, Gesundheit, two part verbs, imperatives,  simple past of sein, haben, wissen

Tips for Success:

Each student is expected to keep up with daily homework assignments in addition to assigned supplemental reading. 

Students should utilize allocated time (before, after school, encore, etc.) to make up missed work or to receive additional help. 

Participation is necessary to learn a foreign language. To improve foreign language skills, student should actively participate and conduct themselves appropriately in the classroom environment as to not disrupt the learning atmosphere. Disruptions and misbehaviors will result in points lost for your conduct/participation grade calculated every two weeks. Repeated instances of disrespect will result in call to parent and/or detention (during encore or after school).

Assignments should be submitted neatly, accurately, and ON TIME.  10% will be deducted for each day an assignment is late. (After 3 days, the grade will be a zero.) Assignments that do not follow provided guidelines will not be expected. 

Sufficient amount of time must be allocated to ensure proper learning. A recommended amount of study time is 30 minutes each day for this class. 

In the case of plagiarism or academic dishonesty, the disciplinary will result in a failing grade as well as consultation with parents and dean of students. Work clearly indicating the use of internet translators WILL NOT be accepted and must be redone with 10% deduction for each day late. 

Attendance 

Attendance is necessary for academic success especially in a foreign language. You will miss material if you miss class. It is your responsibility to find out what you missed the FIRST day you are back to school.  Students are expected to be in attendance and on time each day. In the case for necessary absentees, students will have the number of days missed to make up late work.
